WHEREAS fubdividets desire to subject all the real property which.is tonveyed subject
1o these covenants to a common and orderly plan of development, which is intended to be a quiet,
rural, family community, first for the benefit of the Subdividers and then for the benefit of all
present and future owners of lots conveyed subject to these covenants;

THEREFORE, in consideration of a common and orderly plan of development, the
Subdividers enter the following covenants and agreements which ultimately shall run with title to
all real property which is conveyed subject to these covenants and agreements and bind and
benefit all present and future owners of the same whether expressed in subsequent instruments of
conveyance or not: ‘Y

1. Subjecting a Conveyance to These Covenants. A lot shall becomo subject to these
covenants if the deed by Subdividers or their successors in interest includes language making that
conveyance subject to these covenants whether by attaching a copy of this Agreement to the deed
or by making reference to them, or by any other legal means. It shall not be necessary that the
dceds and conveyances subsequent to that initial conveyance make such reference. The word
"Lot" shall be used hercinafter to mean real property 'which is subject to these covenants, and the
word "Lots" to m=an all those real properties which ire subject 1o these covenants at any given
time. '
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No Lot shall be used or maintained as a dumping’gfound fot rubbish, and particularly not

- zardous waste or petroleum. No open fires may be started intained without a written
i :rmit from the appropriate authorities. No Lot or ;}m:t'o of « lot shall be clear cut of trees
- cept for the very area where a building will be buih. No $tream piaybe ed, retained,

diverted or contaminated with silt or any other substance.

6. Buildings. No structure shall be erected on any Lot Q thapa d ac};%d, single-
family residence not to exceed two stories in height, exclusive of basement, private garage

for not more than vehicles, and one outbuilding or guest house as h\erein er provided.
No single or double-wide trailer or other form of mobile or modular or modular-cémponent home
shall be brought upon any Lot, but this shall not prohibit the storage of a bona fide recreational
vehicle if it is stored in an enclosed garage or so as not to be visible to the public. No tent, shack,
garage, outbuilding, recreational vehicle, or any device or structure of a temporery character may
be used as a residence, provided however that a bona fide recreational vehicle may be used for
guests on a temporary basis, but no longer than two wecks out of a year, The floor area of the '
main residential structure of heated, finished, livable floor space, measured by exterior
dimensions, not including porches, balconies, garages, unfinisher ‘basements or unheated areas, o.
any Lot in Phase [ shall not be less than 1,200 square fect and in Phase II shall not be less than
1,500 square feel. No building shall remain unfinished for more than a year after the digging or
the foundation. Nn satellite dish may be erected so as to be visible to the public.

7. Building Approval. All house plans must be approved by the subdivider prior to
commencement of building. Written response will be supplied by the subdivider after review, If
afler 45 days of sul.nission to the subdivider no written response is given, no approval is
required.
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
